Teams A thru | are set as per the draw held at the preceding AGM.
Banquet must be held on or before any team is eliminated, in this case on or before breakfast (or lunch?) on Day 2.

Host may decide order of games 1, 2, 3 and 4 on Day 1. Host may decide order of games 5 and 8 on Day 2, but they must
come before games 6 and 7. All other games must be in order.

This is not the normal 9-team bracket, hence the unusual game number ordering on it. This is a bracket revised and approved
by Ontario in 2006 to reduce the number of days for a 9-team tournament by one.

It is appreciated when games 14 thru 17 can be scheduled as early in the day as possible so that eliminated teams from long
distances can check out of their hotels (saves another night) and begin the drive home.
